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Using the Townsend School Pool
To ensure a good working relationship with the School and other pool users we would ask swimmers/parents to observe the following guidelines from the school and club:
· Swimmers should arrive no earlier than their allotted start time and ideally in “swim ready” apparel for a prompt start. (Changing room facilities are available should you require them) There are other groups using the pool before us; we should not disturb them and we should respect their privacy.
· There is plenty of parking in car park outside pool. Access is through the right-hand side gate as you approach the school. If a school event means parking is limited, then overflow parking will be made available on the school playground.
· No swimmers should be unsupervised in the pool lobby. The swimmers are the responsibility of parents until they are poolside. You are required to remain onsite until your child is in the pool and is then in the coach’s care.
· Pick up time: If you are not staying for the session please be back at the pool at the end of the pool session. The swimmers are your responsibility once they have left the pool.
· Persistent lateness at pick up (where a coach has to remain with your child until you turn up) may result in the swimmer’s place in the squad being withdrawn.
· Swimmers should not leave any bags/clothing/belongings in the changing room. They should instead take their bag poolside during their sessions to leave space for the next group to use the changing room. The club cannot take any responsibility for belongings that are left in the changing rooms.
· Younger siblings must be supervised at all times.
· All members are reminded of CoStA’s Codes of Conduct and to behave respectfully in the changing rooms as well as in the pool. 
· No mobile phones or other electronic devices should be used in the changing rooms as per Swim England’s Wavepower policies


We wish to continue using Townsend Pool for a long time – following the school’s guidelines helps with this.
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
