	Role

	Guiding and advising the club’s Officials Officer and give advice and support to the club on issues relating to technical swimming officials.

	Skills
· Be an active official – minimum of level J2 qualification
· Understand the requirements of officials for each type of gala – licensed and unlicensed – in terms of numbers and levels required
· Be able to proactively communicate and liaise with personnel both inside and outside the club on officials matters

	Main Duties
· Guide and advise the club’s Officials Officer on any aspect of managing officials and issues relating to technical swimming officials.
· Advise and support the club on any issues relating to technical swimming officials.
· Attend club committee meetings, if required

	Commitment
The time commitment varies from week to week, however, it should not be more than 1 hour per week.

	Beneﬁts to Self and Club
· This is an important role as it provides the club and the Officials Officer with a senior official who can provide on-going expert advice and support on technical officials where and when required.  This is especially important in the area of meeting gala licensing requirements.
· The post holder will likely have significant interaction with senior officials throughout Hertfordshire, which raises the club’s profile.
