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ONB COUNTY TEAM SELECTION FOR INTERCOUNTY COMPETITIONS

Purpose of This Document
This document details:
1. The composition of the ONB County Selection Team.
2. Criteria by which swimmers are selected for the ONB County Team
3. Expectation of swimmers selected for the ONB County Team

Selection Committee
The ONB Selection Committee for each year is comprised of: County Head Coach, Lead team Manager, Girls’ Team Manager, Boys’ Team Manager, and the Head Coach of the 4 Top Clubs following County Championships, not represented by preceding members. The Selection Committee is determined each year following County Championships.

Timeline of Section 
1. Lead TM will select draft team between 1 – 7th July based from rankings on 1st July
2. Lead TM will send draft team to selection committee on 7th July requesting replies by 13th July
3. The Lead TM on 14th July will confirm the final team sheet and contact clubs with swimmer selection invites. With the request that all parents/ guardians fill in the provided Google form, accepting or declining their swimmer's place by 31st July.
4. If a swimmer declines their place, potential replacements will be emailed based on the draft team or according to who is next fastest on the rankings.

Swimmer Selection

1. Swimmers will be selected on 1st July using British rankings and using short course times predominately (as is a SC competition) and long course time checked as back up 
2. Age groups are 12/13yrs, 14/15yrs, 16/17yrs. There is no swimming out of age group. 
3. A Maximum of 30 swimmers will be selected for the team 
4. Swimmers will be selected to create the fastest team possible and may be selected for a relay only where appropriate.
5. Selections are subject to verification and appraisal of current form at time of selection, according to the level of swimming activity and deemed competition fitness. If there is any doubt as to the fitness of a swimmer, ONB County ASA has the right to exclude that swimmer from the team regardless of ranked time. Head coaches may be contacted to discuss any swimmers selection. 

Expectation of Swimmers

1. Selected swimmers are expected to travel as a team to the competition venue unless on medical grounds.
2. Swimmers are expected to follow to gala timetable and stay with the team unless asked permission from a TM to leave the team (e.g. to buy kit/food etc). Swimmers are not allowed to the leave Ponds Forge building. 
3. Swimmers will be provided with an ONB county T-shirt and Hat which they are expected to wear during the gala warm up and competition
4. Swimmers selected to compete in the intercounty gala are requested not to compete on the Saturday before the gala. However, we, as the ONB, understand that swimmers over this period are likely pursuing Winter National Qualification. If a swimmer is looking to compete in a level 2 meet on Saturday, the day before the intercounty gala. Could parents please contact the County Head Coach and confirm which events their child would be taking part in, as we are looking for swimmers to be fresh before representing the County and a full day of racing the day before would not be ideal.
5. Swimmers, coaches and team managers are expected to abide by Swim England Wavepower Code of Conduct.
6. Swimmers will be required to tell coaching staff of any injury/illness which may affect their performance at competition. 
7. If any swimmer is planning to NOT travel home with the team on coach then parents must email lead TM before the competition to give permission for swimmer to not travel home with team. Swimmer must sign out with TM’s with parents at end. 


Selection of Team Captains

1. The Lead TM will shortlist a Girls and Boys Team Captain after swimmers have accepted the invitation to swim. Swimmers in the 16/17yrs age group will be shortlisted. 
2. The Lead TM will send the short list to the County Head Coach with any relevant information (e.g. if captain previous year, number of times selected to compete for ONB etc)
3. The County Head coach will choose the 2 county captains and can liaise with club head coaches if they wish 
4. The County head Coach will make the final decision regarding the selection of Girls’ Captain and Boys’ Captain.
5. The Lead TM will announce the County captains on the bus journey up to Sheffield and the County president will president captains their captain ONB t-shirt and have official photo during county colours presentations 

Other Items:
· Age is as at 31 December
· Times to be submitted short-course
· Team staff limited to five, plus two officials (as required)
· ONB President attends as a VIP
· Team bus will do 2 pick up/drop off points at Oxford and Towcester 
· Swimmers need to bring own food/drinks to the gala. Can purchase from the café.
