Thirteen West Suffolk swimmers travelled to Luton last weekend (5 to 6 November) to compete
against the fastest swimmers from across Norfolk, Suffolk, Cambridgeshire, Essex, Bedfordshire and
Hertfordshire at the Swim England East Region Short Course Championships in Luton.

Having worked hard to achieve the challenging qualifying times to compete, the swimmers —drawn
from training centres in Bury St Edmunds, Culford and Haverhill — posted some outstanding personal
best times over the course of the weekend. Luka Page, 16, from Woolpit, smashed his previous PBs
in the 50m butterfly and freestyle events; Barty Tozer, 17, from Pakenham, recorded significant
improvements in his 50m and 100m backstroke times and Archie Chamberlain, 15, from Great
Barton in the 100m butterfly.
