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Zoe has just wrapped up a busy but unforgettable five-day run at the National Aquatics Championships 2025
in Sri Lanka — her first year competing in the senior open age group.

In this championship, swimmers can enter a maximum of five individual events, no matter how many they
qualify for. The shorter races — 50m, 100m, and 200m — are decided over heats in the morning and finals in
the evening, while the 400m and longer distances are settled in a single heat-declared-winner format. At 14
years old, Zoe will have been one of the youngest competitions in the senior age group, facing off against
national record holders and members of the Sri Lankan national team.

She fought hard against tough competition to secure top 3 placing in all 5 individual events with silver medals
in the 50m Breaststroke, 200m IM, and 400m IM and bronze medals in the 100m and 200m Breaststroke.

Zoe was also fortunate to be invited to join the relay squads for her club in Sri Lanka where she added a gold
medal and two more silvers to her collection.

From prelims in the 30°C+ daytime sessions to finals under floodlights over 5 days, Zoe’s first senior
championship was a fantastic learning opportunity and a lot of fun!
