Our guiding principles apply to all paid staff, volunteers, committee members and any other person appointed to work within our club who must sign up to and abide by these guiding principles and our child safeguarding procedures.  We will review our guiding principles and child safeguarding procedures every two years or sooner if necessary due to organisational issues or changes in legislation or national policy.
